e A person may be nominated based on Merit or Honor.

e If the nomination is based on Merit, the nominating criteria of 1000 points must be met.

e If the nomination is based on Honor, the nominating criteria does not need to be met.

e A majority vote is required by the executive board for induction to the HOF on Merit.

e A unanimous vote is required by the executive board for induction to the HOF on Honor.

e Anyone may nominate an individual for the HOF, and does not need to be an USAWA
member.

e The person making the nomination is responsible for accurately completing this form
(and providing proof if asked) and writing a recommendation letter regarding the
nominee.

e The nominee must be at least 40 years of age.

e The nominee must accumulate over 1000 points if the nomination is based on Merit.

e The Nomination Form must be returned to the Awards Director 30 days prior to the
National Meeting.

e All HOF awards will be presented at the annual meeting.

5. Top Five at Worlds — include years, locations and placement. The placement is overall, after
the bodyweight and age adjustments have been made. (1% — 60 pts, 2" — 50 pts, 3™ — 40 pts, 4™
- 30 pts, 5™ — 20 pts):

6. Other Meets - include meet name, date and years of participation. Exclude meets listed
above. (5 pts per meet):
